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Starting from the basketball camp, when Janis (lead-vocals; guitar) and Tomass(drums) decided to spend their leisure time between practices, playing popular Latvian band covers on acoustic guitar and trash can as a drums, over the last two years Blue Jean Serenade has grown to a locally well-recognised band, played many live shows and can call themselves as an important part of new Baltic music scene.
Five peace has slowly crafted their fan base with their catchy (everything new is well forgotten old) sound, distinct, baritonal, talkative lead vocalist, lyrics with a sense of humour in them and undeniably good stage presents in their live performances. Their shows are like a fresh air after a long working day, where everyone can feel welcome, sing their hearts out and dance like nobody is watching. The audience always gets involved. And that is probably because band like to emphasise that they are family(Janis and Anna are siblings) and friends first and only then musical colleagues. 
Serenade’s self-released debut EP “All My Friends Care About Celebrities, Well, I Don’t” is a lead-vocalists Janis’s chat with the world through the eyes of a love seeking, truly self-confident and a deprecative teenager who believes he has figured out how the life works. The truth is, he has not…Songs are truly personal but at the same time relatable to many of us, because who has not been in the situation when too many drinks on the previous night have made us feel regret in the morning. 
Even if you have not seen them yet, you can feel lucky, because their ticket prices are very democratic. However, it is not going to stay like that for a long. So better hurry up and catch Blue Jean Serenade live.
